Introduction
The Princeton Plasma Physics Laboratory (PPPL) hereby enters into this memorandum of understanding with the Consorzio RFX of Padova, Italy to collaborate on the testing of the RFX Thermal Helium Beam (THB) diagnostic on NSTX-U.  The THB hardware owned by RFX-Mod will be loaned from the RFX group to PPPL for a period of about 18 months beginning about December 2015, and PPPL will install and test this diagnostic on NSTX-U.

The RFX group will loan the THB hardware to PPPL.  PPPL will pay for the shipping costs in both directions.  PPPL

Administration
A.   Loan Agreement

The PPPL property is provided on loan to ASP for a period of one year, and documented on a DOE Personal Property Loan Agreement form DOE F4420.2 and approved by DOE.  The loan period is for one year, but may be extended for additional periods of up to three years.  The original loan agreement and all extensions must be signed by all parties to this MOU.
B.   Effective Date
This MOU is effective upon signature of both parties. 
C.   Amendments

This MOU may be modified or amended by written agreement of the parties.
D.   Term and Termination

This MOU shall remain active three years from the effective date.  This MOU may be terminated by mutual agreement of DOE, PPPL, and ASP or by any of the parties upon 30-day written notice to the other parties.  If terminated, the corresponding loan agreement shall be canceled and the property returned to PPPL.
